2006 Oscar Semmler Shiraz – 93 points

Dutschke’s barrel-selected flagship is a massive wine, swirling with black plum, prune and spice concentration.  Firm, fine tannins support this maelstrom, while dark chocolate oak adds complexity.
2006 Sami Cabernet – 93 points

It oozes with varietal blackcurrant, blackberry and spice fruit, supported by dark chocolate and coffee oak flavours.

2006 St. Jakobi Shiraz – 94 points

The highlight of the newly released Dutschke range, this is an outstanding year for St. Jak and one of the most stylish to date.  Vibrant, dark berry fruits and raisins are enveloped in firm, fine tannins with layers of fruit cake complexity.

2006 GHR Shiraz – 92 points

This is a big Barossa Shiraz… and it demands a decent swish in the decanter.  Then it will come alive with spicy black fruits of all kinds, tarry intensity and layers of spice.  The finish ramps up to another level again, with fresh, bright acidity, brilliantly structured, fine tannins and spicy persistence.

2006 WillowBend – 92 points

Vibrant plums, red cherries and red currants are supported with balanced oak, firm, fine tannins and an attractive, mouth-filling texture.  Great value, as always.
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
