	The 2006 Kangaroo Island Cabernet Sauvignon was aged in new and second use French oak hogsheads. It is a glass-coating purple color with an expressive nose of toast, pencil lead, spice box, black currant and blackberry. This is followed by a full-bodied wine in which hints of olives and licorice emerge on the palate. Savory and ripe, it has enough stuffing to evolve for 2-3 years and should be at its best from 2011 to 2021. Owner/winemaker Ross Trimboli buys grapes from many regions with Kangaroo Island being the latest addition to the portfolio. The 2006 Barossa Shiraz was sourced from 40+-year-old vines and aged in 50% new American oak. It is a glass-coating purple with a fragrant bouquet featuring violets, lavender, tobacco, bacon, blueberry, and a hint of chocolate. This is followed by a layered, opulent wine with mouth-filling flavors, excellent integration of oak, tannin, and acidity, and a long, pure finish. Drink it from 2012 to 2025. The 2006 Baroota Shiraz comes from the Southern Flinders Ranges, the newest and most northerly GI of South Australia and is considered a warm climate region. The vines are over thirty years of age and yield less than 1.5 tons per acre. The wine was aged in French and American oak hogsheads, 25% new. Deep crimson-colored, it emits an expressive perfume of cedar, pepper, violets, and blueberry. Firm on the palate, this flavorful, structured effort will evolve for several years and drink well through 2021.
