	The non-vintage Old Codger Fine Old Tawny is basically a 7-year-old solera that resembles a Portuguese tawny port, but with sweeter, more up-front fruit. It exhibits hints of molasses and jammy strawberry/berry fruit in addition to well-integrated alcohol (about 18%). 
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
